Scripture  

Genesis 1:3-5  And God said, “Let there be light,” and there was light.


And God saw that the light was good . . . 


God called the light Day, and the darkness he called Night.  And there was 
evening and there was morning, the first day.  


Nehemiah 9: 12 and 19  By a pillar of cloud you led them in the day, and by 
a pillar of fire in the night to light for them the way in which they should go.  


. . .you in your great mercies did not forsake them in the wilderness.  The 
pillar of cloud to lead them in the way did not depart from them by day, nor 
the pillar of fire by night to light for them the way by which they should go.  


Psalm 119:105 and 130  Your word is a lamp to my feet and a light to my 
path.

Isaiah 9:2 and 42:6  The people who walked in darkness have seen a great 
light; those who dwelt in a land of deep darkness, on them has light shone.

Arise, shine, for your light has come, and the glory of the LORD has risen 
upon you.  


Matthew 4:16  The people dwelling in darkness have seen a great light, and 
for those dwelling in the region and shadow of death, on them a light has 
dawned.”  


John 1:4-5  In him was life, and the life was the light of men.  The light 
shines in the darkness, and the darkness has not overcome it.   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
